1. Availability: Because this set isn’t “popular” finding the cards you need is relatively easy. The Hockey collecting community already is aware of these cards. Once people from other sport genres realize the existence of this set, I imagine the availability will decrease.
2. Creativity: Upper Deck really thought outside the box with this set. The variety of sports that UD included is huge. Although the set’s focus is primarily on figure skaters/ice dancers, there is an amazing supply of skiers, women’s hockey, and snowboarders. In addition you can find few other sports peppered in the mix.
3. Autographs of Hot Chicks: Need I say more.
4. Autographs of Olympians/Medalists: What a great idea. Why no one ever sat around and said “Let’s select a group of Olympic medalists and have them autograph cards” until now blows my mind. The field is strong. This set is graced with names such as Bode Miller, Cammie Granato, Julia Mancuso, and Tanith Belbin.
5. Value: Book prices on these cards, do not reflect selling price. Most of these cards can be purchased online for less than $10.00, and if you watch long enough you can probably find them a lot less. There are a few cards that are going to cost a little more, like the Amanda Beard and Haley Wickenheiser, but not much more than a twenty spot. The “key” card is the Miki Ando SP, this is the only card that might break the bank at around $120. But, considering how much the other cards are going to cost, this adds some challenge to the set.
6. Size of Set: There are 31 cards in the Auto Parallel set and 11 cards in the Auto w/COA set. So, a total of 42 cards in the complete set. There are a few SP in the list, but I am not sure on the numbers. The only two that I know for sure, are the Becky Scott and Miki Ando.
7. Star Appeal: Yes, this set has flashes of star appeal. Some of the names have already been mentioned as athletes, like Bode Miller (notorious partier). But, in case you didn’t know, here is a short list of some others. Nancy Kaerrigan (Why, why, why…), Amanda Beard ( July 2007, Playboy), Jeremy Bloom (former NFL player & model), and Johnny Weir (that weird ice skater).
